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WRONG WAY DRIVERS—

ecently the Board received a traffic

control complaint. This complaint per-
tained to the traffic island at the east intersec-
tion of White Pine and River Ridge Trail.
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These idlands establish one way traffic on
each side of the idand. Some drivers are
turning against the oncoming traffic pattern.

We actualy have three intersections with
traffic idands. Although caled “traffic is-
lands’ they were redly instdled to provide
more character to the street layout and the
overd| appearance of the complex.

The other day we observed a driver who took

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the shortcut and as they proceeded, an on-
coming driver sped up in an effort to intimi-
date the other driver. What isthis? Vigilante
traffic control? This is ridiculous and must
stop before someone gets injured.

It has been suggested that we should install
“wrong way” signs similar to those you see at
the exit ramps on highways. We instaled
speed signs two years ago and most drivers
adhere to the 19 mph speed limit. However,
there is a small percentage of drivers who
have an endless number or reasons for not
obeying the speed limit. Unfortunately, there
are no conseguences for speeding or ignoring
road signs within our complex. Adding more
traffic signs probably will not deter those
who refuse to follow directions.

The architectura committee has investigated
this situation and has considered some alter-
natives.

We could remove the islands but there is a
fire hydrant in one, aman hole in another and
curb drains to the storm sewer. This is far
too expensive for usto undertake.

We could consider “traffic spikes’ that will
deflate the vehicle s tiresif you go the wrong
way but that seems rather extreme.

We could modify the islands such that turn-
ing into the right lane is easier and not as dif-
ficult as today. This will involve removing
some curb and gutter and reinstalling with a
more generous radius.

The cost to modify these islands is estimated
to be approximately $3,000 to $5,000. We
will develop aplan and obtain a cost estimate
from our concrete contractor.

RIVER PINES RESERVE
PLAN...PLANNING FOR THE
FUTURE—

here are some signs of spring these

days, mostly the sun shine and some
warm 70° temperatures. But hopefully the
winter weather is gone for many months.

During the winter months, most of us were
hiding insde enjoying the warmth of our
homes and looking out at the beautiful snow.
Of course, some dipped out of town and
headed to warmer climates, like Florida and
Arizona. However, besides enjoying the en-
vironment, some of us were working and up-
dating the Association Reserve Plan.

As we read about other condominium asso-
ciations around the area and listen to res-
dents, we are fortunate to have a $1 million
reserve fund. And we have to thank our fore-
fathers for starting the reserve fund early in
our existence and having the discipline to
build that savings account and not spend the
money just because it was there.

As you probably know, the Reserve Plan is
based on taking a look a our complex and
identifying the facilities that will need re-
placement within the next 20 to 30 years.
We have used a professiona company to
evaluate our complex and make the life deter-
mination of our facilities. The last plan was
developed by Reserve Advisors in 2004.
Since 2004, we have updated that plan based
on new projects that have come to our atten-
tion, e.g., the spruce trees that have devel-
oped a “pine wilt” disease and now need to
be replaced to preserve the beauty of our site.

The Reserve Plan is updated to reflect the in-
terest income we have gained from the con-

servative investing by Merrill Lynch. We re-
flect our actua expenditures for the past year
and our actua annual contributions to the re-
serve fund.. Although we have an inflation
index included in the plan, we still look at the
projects planned for the upcoming years and
adjust the projected costs based on current
economic conditions. For example, 4 years
ago we did not anticipate the cost of oil being
over $100 per barrel and that fact is affecting
the construction cost of our projects.

You have seen the roof replacements, con-
crete and asphalt work, deck staining and so
forth. These are dl reserve fund projects.
We've been looking at garage doors, win-
dows and street signs and developing strate-
gies for replacement. So, there are a lot of
things going on.

Reserve plan planning is not the responsibil-
ity of the management company. The River
Pines Board of Directors, the committees and
the site manager have a very “hands on” re-
sponsihility for this activity. They aso util-
ize companies like Reserve Advisors for pro-
fessiona oversight and input.

Although al of these people, except the site
manager, serve on a volunteer basis, this can-
not be a hap-hazard job. It takes time,
thought and coordination to make the plan
work. The attention to details keeps the cost
of operating our complex under control and
their success reflects in our monthly dues.
Thanksto al who contribute.

Remember, crime prevention is everybody’s busi-
ness. Below are afew tips that may prevent you, or your neighbors from becoming avictim of
abreak-in.
o Keep your garage and other doors closed and locked (a great dea of home invasions
are the result of unsecured or open garage / entry doors)
« Secure your overhead garage door from unauthorized entry while away from home
(i.e. vacation or long weekend)
. Keep the car doors locked, even when in the garage and concea cell phones or other
vauables
. Maéke sure that strike plates are deep enough to receive the entire latch bolt on your
deadbolts to secure the door to the jamb
« Obscure visibility into your residence by keeping blinds closed on dl the windows
when away or aone
« All windows should be kept locked when your home is unoccupied
. Be suspicious of hang-up cals or wrong number phone cals. Turn down the volume
of your telephone before you leave home so that it cannot be heard ringing from the
outside during your absence, or use atelephone answering machine
« Run errands a different times of the day
« Securedl tools, equipment and ladders insde the garage and keep it closed and locked
« When hiring help, make sure that the company or person is reputable. Get recommen-
dations from at least three persons. Secure va uables when workmen are in your home
and close off areas that do not affect their work
. Engrave dl vauable items with your Michigan Driver’s License number, preceded by
“MI” for Michigan, and followed by “DL”. Electric engravers are available for loan,
free of charge, from Crime Prevention Department of your police department

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Flushing Your Water
Heater—

heater tank regularly. Thisis something that
most of us fail to do because it’s out of sight
and therefore out of mind. Doing this regu-
larly helps extend the life of the tank.

If you can get down to the basement you can
do the job. It's easy. This is what Glen

Haege says,

“This is not a hard job. The most difficult
part will probably be finding the garden hose
and dragging it
over to the hot
water heater. Hook
the hose up to the
bottom drain vave
and run it to the
floor drain or to the
sink.  Open the
drain valve and run
the water out of the
hose until the water
turns clear. Wear
gloves, it's hot.
Turn off the drain
vave and carefully
disconnect the hose
so you don't spill VG
any water. \f
